Initialising VB - Java Application

Overview

The X-Initialiser Utility of X-Analysis, is used to build X-ref information for a Visual Basic or Java Application from a non iSeries machine.

The X-ref database may be built in a separate library or added to some already existing iSeries Application Library. 

The initialisation may be done by two different methods:

A. Initialising VB - Java Source separately

B. Initialising VB - Java Source to an existing Library
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Starting X-Initialiser

To start X-initialiser select X-Analysis>X-Analysis Tools > Initialise VB - Java Code. 

Initialising VB - Java Source separately 
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X-Initialiser Dialog

Enter the X-Initialiser options as below:

Database Settings

Server IP Address : Enter the TCP/IP address, or the Computer Name or Network ID of the iSeries to be accessed.

User Name: The User Name as in the iSeries profile.

Password: Password for the User Name.

Cross-Reference Database: Name of the X-Ref Library. Let us enter XBMAILERXA as the X-ref library.

PC Application Initialisation

PC Code Language: Select the PC Code language in which the application to be X-referenced is built. By default Visual Basic is selected. Let us select Java as the language in this example.

PC Code Location: Click the Browse button to enter the location of the VB - Java Application or their Source files. More than one location may be entered. 

Include Source Code: If the source code of the Application has to be included as well then select this option and subsequently enter the Source Library Name. A library with this name will be created in iSeries, and all the source files will be uploaded into this library. Let us enter JAVAAPP as the Source Library name.

However for its internal purpose the iSeries stores all the java source in a source file named QJAVASRC, which is created under the Source Library Name, JAVAAPP here. In case of a Visual Basic application, the internal source file name is QVBSRC.

For using the Source Browsing features of X-Analysis it is mandatory to upload the Source files. 

Click the Start button to start the initialisation process. The following dialog is presented:
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X-Initialiser Progress Dialog

On completion of initialisation, the Initialisation process successful message is displayed.
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Close the message and start X-Analysis. You will see that a library named XBMAILERXA has been added in the Application Library list.
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Java Application X-Ref added in the Application Library List

Use the member list button to display the list of members for the selected application. Note that all the java source files have been listed in the source library named JAVAAPP.

Double-click on a source file to zoom to its source. 
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Source List of CLS1

The Data Flow Diagram or Structure Chart Diagram for the source files may be generated for the source.

Similarly all the other advanced diagramming features of X-Analysis may also be used to analyze the Java application.

Initialising VB - Java Source to an Existing Library

However, to analyse a VB - Java Application with an existing iSeries application library, the XA4INIT command has to be used.

For this first start the X-Initialiser and enter all the required information as mentioned before. The X-reference Database name should be the same as specified on XA4INIT command, e.g. CUSLIBXA here. Instead of clicking Start, click on the Save Settings button.

	The ‘Configuration file updated’ message will appear in the status bar. Note that the X-Browse Port Listener is started. This will appear as a green icon in the windows system tray.

Close the X-Initialiser dialog and start a session on iSeries.
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Initialisating the Java Source

Set the Library List

Change the Library List to ensure the following sequence:

1. XAN4

2. QGPL

3. QTEMP

Use the command EDTLIBL to set the library-list.

Type the command XA4INIT and press F4. The following is presented

For the Non AS/400 Code TCPIP Address option give the IP Address of your machine, where Port Listener is started. Enter the User ID and Password as in the iSeries User profile. 

Enter all the relevant options and then press enter to start the initialisation process.

Enter the numbers and full stops without any spaces. 

Here the java source and the X-ref information is added to the X-Ref Library CUSLIBXA, along with objects and sources of iSeries application.

Once the Initiliasation process is started in the iSeries, the X-Analysis Initialiser Progress Dialog pops up in the PC whose IP address was specified during initialisation.
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X-Analysis Initialiser Progress Dialog

On completion of the initialisation process, the JAVAAPP source library is added to CUSLIBXA.

Start X-Analysis and select the CUSLIBXA application Library. Bring up the source file listing using the member list button.

Note that a source library named JAVAAPP is displayed in the Source File List. Double click on it to display all the member files.
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Source File List

Analyse the X-ref thus produced using X-Analysis.

For a Visual Basic Application, the steps to be taken remain the same as mentioned above.
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Object List for a X-Referenced VB Application

In the object list for a X-Referenced VB Application, for all *PGM type objects, the attributes may be FRM, BAS or CLS while for database tables and views the attribute used is DBTABLE.
