Work with X-Resize Searches

The various searches that might be made are as follows:

· Option 1 submits a job to run the search in basic mode. 

· Option 6 submits a job to run the search in an enhanced mode. For each field that meets the search criteria a check is made for aliases, which should also be included. 

For searching in the enhanced mode, the data model must have been generated in the X-Ref Library. Otherwise no the aliases may not be checked.

·   Function key 4 submits a job to run all specified searches in basic mode.

·   Function key 5 submits a job to run all specified searches in the enhanced mode.

How the search works

The search word is used to scan all relevant data against each field in each database file in the project. The case of the data scanned is ignored. Field names, texts, column headings and aliases are scanned depending on the length of the search words entered.

When a match is found the increment length entered (under "+") is applied to the field length automatically. 

If a field has had a new length assigned then it will appear on the work with fields screen (option 7) when F8 is pressed to display only selected fields.

Specifying the search

Two types of searches may be specified.

 A = *ADD - add the results of the search to any existing selected fields.

 R = *REPLACE - replace all the current selected fields with the results of this search. 

If you submit a request to run all the specified searches then the first search will automatically be run in *REPLACE mode. 

The Field Type may be specified to narrow down the search:

· C - only character fields should be included. 

· N - only numeric fields should be included. 

· ' ' - all fields should be included.

It may be specified that only the fields of a certain length may be included in the search results.

If no search word is specified, then length becomes the primary search criterion.

It may be specified that fields with only a certain number of decimal places be included in the search. However, this may only be done in case of numeric fields. 

Exclusion words may be specified against a search word, to indicate that the search is invalid if the Exclusion word is also present.

Work with X-Resize Search Exclusions

X-Resize provides two preset groups of searches: 

· F7 will set the searches for a EURO project. 

· F8 will set the searches for a DATE project. 

Once the searches have been set in this way there is no reason not to change the searches to meet the particular requirements of the project, then we might move ahead to the next step.

Once a search is carried out, for any further searches the project needs to be re-initialised.

Printing the Searches

Function key 16 submits a job to print the searches. Any exclusions are shown against the search word to which they relate.

Printing the fields 

Jobs may be submitted for printing the fields using the Function Key 16. The report reflects the current options on the screen for sequence and whether all or only selected fields are included

All these methods can be used together. However, if a search of type *REPLACE is run this resets all fields that do not meet the search criterion.

Build Lists

When all the fields have been identified using search (option 6) then following lists can be built:

1. Files to be converted

2. Files to be recompiled

3. Programs, service programs & modules to be converted

4. Programs, service programs & modules to be recompiled

5. Programs & service programs to be updated

Files and programs, which appear on these lists, can be excluded from the conversion project if necessary.

Select Option 8 to build the list. A job will be submitted to create the list from the database.

The XBLDLISTS command is used to build the list.

Work with X-Resize Conversion Lists Screen 

The conversion lists are lists of all objects, which need to be converted or recompiled. The lists are built using the changed field data from the Work with X-Resize Project Fields screen.

F8 on the Work with X-Resize Project Fields screen will enable you to see only those fields which have been selected for conversion.

Controlling the conversion process

You can change list entries in two ways. 

· You can set the excluded flag to "Y" to exclude the object from the conversion.

· You can flag a file as a field reference file "F" or some other reference file "R".

· Files flagged as "F" are compiled first, then those flagged "R" then all other files.

Locating objects within the lists

The positioners allow you to set the display to start from an object type and then conversion type within that and object name within that. 

Once a more significant positioner has been entered you do not have to enter it again. Thus if you are already working with files that need conversion then just entering a file name in the third positioner field will correctly locate the file. 

Use Option 2 and Option 5 to change and display the files.

Work with X-Resize Conversions Screen 

Each conversion project can have as many actual conversions as required. A conversion creates a library containing all converted source members and all converted objects. 

The conversion process contains the following stages: 

1. Convert fields: The field definitions in the source members for the database files are converted.

2. Recompile files: The database files are recompiled. 

3. Update files:  The data is mapped from the original database files to the converted database files. 

4. Convert programs:  Programs, service programs and modules and any device files used by them are converted. 

5. Recompile programs: Programs, service programs and modules and any device files used by them are recompiled. (For ILE programs and service programs the modules are recompiled and the programs are updated.) 

6. Reattach triggers: any trigger programs attached to the original database files are attached to the converted database files. 

Option 1 runs the complete process. 

Options 6 to 11 allow you to run each stage individually.

Specifying the conversion 

The conversion library name should be the name of a new library, which X-Resize will create specifically for this purpose. 

Any descriptive text as required may be added.

The conversion type can be one of the following: 

·  *REPLACE - replace the current source line with an amended one.

·  *ADD - comment out the current source line and add a new (amended) one immediately after it. 

The notation type can be one of the following: 

1. MARGIN: flag a changed source line in positions 1 to 5 "XRSZE". 

2. COMMENT: flag a changed source line with a comment immediately preceding it.

3. BOTH:  flag a changed source line by both of the above methods. 

4. NEITHER:  do not flag a changed source line (by either of the above methods).

 You can also specify any specific requirements for the recompile commands using Option 15.

Function Key 6 brings up the Screen for adding new conversion library.

This screen allows you to enter extra parameters for any recompile commands that will be required for the conversion. 

Any command strings entered will be appended to appropriate command when it is run. Thus if you enter a source type of "PF" and a command string of "SIZE(*NOMAX)" then when the command is run to create a converted PF in addition to all the required parameters a parameter "SIZE(*NOMAX)" will be specified. 

Entering command strings 

You must enter two values: 

· A valid source type. 

· A string containing one or more parameters which are valid for the create command appropriate to the source type. Command strings are entered against a source type. 

Thus if all recompiled PFs should be created with a size of *NOMAX you should enter "SIZE(*NOMAX)" for source type PF.
